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October 2009 Committee Meeting Minutes
Committee members in attendance:  Brian Pickering, Tom Devona, Laurin Grabowski, Anta Schneider, Michelle Brenizer, Greg Brenizer and Bunny Crow. 
1. Leaders Changing Ranks:  All leaders changing ranks (that’s everyone in our Pack) need to complete a new registration form showing the new rank.  These forms will be sent to Council, but there should be no fee since it is just a change in rank.  Forms are also needed for any new Committee or Pack leadership positions.  Has everyone turned theirs in? If not, do you need a form?  
2. Training:  All leaders changing ranks need to attend the level training for their new level.  The next training is Thursday, October 22 from 7:00PM – 9:30PM at the Algonquin Township Offices (3702 U.S. Highway 14 in Cary – near The Hollows).   BALOO Training will be this Saturday, 10/17 at Canyon Camp in Stockton, IL.  
Several Committee members are planning to attend this training. 

3. Treasurer’s Report: Brian Pickering

Brian reported that he just paid the annual rental fee for the Pack’s storage facility on Pyott Road.  
Currently, our balance is about $2,300, but Laurin still has to turn in receipts for the Fall Family 
Campout. Greg Brenizer has volunteered to take over as Treasurer.  (Thanks, Greg!)  Brian, Greg and 
Bunny will need to fill out new signatory cards at the bank. 
4. Membership Report: Michelle Brenizer

Michelle reported that we now have 26 boys in the Pack, up from 20 last year.  Registration fees 
paid amount to $1,172.  Michelle was informed by someone named Laurie at Sycamore Council that 

volunteers need to pay $5.10 to volunteer, and those individuals who are volunteering as both a 
Leader AND serve in some capacity 
on the Pack Committee must 
fill out two applications.  This 
doesn’t sound right, so we need Ray
Warren’s guidance on this.  No one recalls having to pay these 
fees or fill out two applications in the past.  

Several parents signed up for the optional “Blue and Gold Parent’s Pin” on the Pack 150 registration 
form, but none of us knew what that is (and neither did the woman at the Scout store).  Lisa? Ray?  
If this is something old that should have been removed from the form, we will refund the money to 
those who signed up for the pin. 


Registration forms are still needed for Ryan Banwart, Nathan Cihak and Michael Masters.  Adult 
registration forms are needed for Millie Banwart and Barb Cihak. (Laurin will give Adult forms to 
Millie).
5. October Pack Meeting – Hay Ride / Fall Festival.  Sunday, October 25 from 2:00-4:00 PM.  We will be having the hayride, decorating mini pumpkins and playing a game of trying to bite cored apples on strings (as opposed to bobbing for apples).  We will have s’mores, hot cocoa and hot cider.  Anyone interested in helping? 

It was decided that we will not have a Flag Ceremony, as it will be difficult to bring the flags from 
Lincoln Prairie to Randall Oaks.  We will, however, do the Pledge of Allegiance and the Cub Scout 
Promise.  Scouts should wear their Class B uniform (Pack 150 tee shirt), if they have them.  


We’ve gotten a lot of RSVP’s, so it looks like this will be a well attended event!  In addition to the 
activities listed above, we will play a relay game with spoons, cups and candy corn and possibly 
Frankenstein Says (Simon Says) for filler activities. 

Laurin and Anta will coordinate buying food and craft supplies.  Laurin will pick up cups and napkins 
from storage facility. Other leaders and parents will help as 
needed at the event.

6. November Pack Meeting – Game Night.  Thursday, November 19.  Each Den will be responsible for coming up with a game for the Pack to play.  Please bring inexpensive prizes or candy (a good use for leftover Halloween candy!) 

7. December Pack Meeting – A swimming event was suggested by Lisa Ayers.  

The Committee thought it was a good idea.  Lisa, if you are still game, feel free to look into 
organizing a Pack swimming event. (May be separate from the Pack meeting)     

At the Pack meeting we will do Cans for Cars, Snow Shoe races and possibly watch the Dremel 
pinewood derby video 
to gear up for Pinewood in January. 
8. Popcorn Sales – Anta Schneider, 2009 Popcorn Kernel.  Deadlines? Procedures? 

Anta must have all popcorn orders and money on or before October 20.  Scouts may turn their 
orders in to their leaders, or drop order off at Anta’s house.  Checks should be made payable to Cub 
Scout Pack 150. Laurin will send an e-mail reminding all parents of the 10/20 deadline and that it 
would be best if all money was submitted in the form of checks.  Popcorn will be available for pickup 
around 11/13.  Anta will let us know when it can be picked up from her home. 
9. Advancements – Lisa Ayers.  We will need someone to handle advancements after February, since Sean (and Lisa) will be moving up to Boy Scouts.
