Each Tiger family is responsible for helping all of the Tiger scouts to be successful in achieving the rank of Tiger.  At least one Tiger parent is needed to step forward to act as den leader and coordinate the shared leadership of the Tiger den families.

Tiger Cubs are expected to wear their uniforms to all den and pack activities.  The Tiger uniform is the blue shirt, Tiger Cub Neckerchief and tie slide. In addition to this Class A uniform, your Tiger will be required to get patches (Blackhawk Area Council and Pack 150 numbers), red vest, and the handbook. Tiger shirts, red vests, and Tiger handbooks can be purchased in the scout section of The Children's Closet on Williams Street in Crystal Lake.

TIGER SCOUT FAMILY RESPONSIBILITIES - please read carefully

There are 5 achievements for the Tiger Cubs to work on, and each achievement has 3 parts: a family activity, a den activity, and a Go See It outing.  The 5 family activities should be done by the Tiger and his partner at home.  Akela (the partner) should sign-off on and date the achievement upon completion.  The Den Leader should initial and record the completed achievement.  The 5 den activities should be done as a den in a den meeting setting.  The meeting place could be in a home, school, church, library, wherever arrangements can be made.  When completed, the den activities should be signed-off by the adult partner and initialed and recorded by the Den Leader.  The 5 Go See It outings are field trips each scout looks forward to.  These "Go See It" achievements should be signed-off by the adult partner and initialed and recorded by the Den Leader after attendance is verified.
