Webelos Cub Scouts is open to all 4th and 5th grade boys interested in having fun with their peers and family.  At this level of Cub Scouting, scouts meet with their fellow scouts and den leaders (at least two are required for each den) twice a month to work on activities.  Completion of den activities will help the scouts to achieve their Webelos badge of rank, and possibly the Compass badge and Arrow of Light award.  All parents are asked to assist with den meetings, as needed by the den leaders. 

Webelos scouts are expected to wear their uniforms to all den and pack activities.  The Webelos Scout uniform is either the blue Cub Scout shirt or the tan Boy Scout shirt, the plaid scarf, and tie slide.  In addition to this Class A uniform, your Cub Scout will be proud to wear the red vest (see attached).  Cub Scout uniforms and handbooks can be purchased in the scout section of the Children's Closet on Williams Street in Crystal Lake.    

WEBELOS SCOUT FAMILY RESPONSIBILITIES - please read carefully

There are 20 activity pins for the Webelos Scouts to work on and complete.  In order to achieve Webelos rank, three activity pins must be earned (one of them being Fitness) and other requirements must be fulfilled.  Almost all of these activity pins and requirements will be completed at the den meetings.  Only two activity pins - Family Member and Traveler, are to be worked on, documented, and completed at home by the scout and his family.  DO NOT WORK ON ANY OTHER ACTIVITY PINS AT HOME!  It is at the discretion of the den leader(s) to determine if any other activity pins can be completed at home.  Three Webelos badge requirements must also be completed at home, documented, signed-off, and countersigned and recorded.  (Please refer to the Webelos handbook for more info.)  All activities that are completed at home are to be documented in the scout's notebook, signed-off by Akela (the parent), and countersigned and recorded by the den leader.  It is the family's responsibility to complete these three Webelos badge requirements at home in a timely manner in order for their scout to achieve rank by February.  Help will be needed from the scout's family if the scout desires to achieve the Arrow of Light award.  The Boy Scout requirements for this award must be practiced at home so that the scout's knowledge of them can be tested by the den leaders.  Families that do not properly record their scout's at-home achievements will hinder their scout's rank progress.

SCOUT RESPONSIBILITIES

All Webelos Scouts are required to attend den meetings, bringing with them their scout handbook and a notebook.
