The Wolf rank of Cub Scouts in open to all 2nd grade boys interested in having fun with their peers and family.  At this level of Cub Scouting, scouts meet with their fellow scouts and den leaders (at least two are required for each den meeting) twice a month to work on activities that will help them to achieve their badge of rank.  Cub Scouting continues to be a partnership between den parents, but to a somewhat lesser extent than was experienced at the Tiger Scout level.  All parents are asked to assist with den meetings, as needed by the den leaders. 

Wolf scouts are expected to wear their uniforms to all den and pack activities.  The Cub Scout uniform for Pack 150 is the blue shirt, gold scarf (provided by the pack), and tie slide.  In addition to this Class A uniform, your Cub Scout will be proud to wear the red vest.  Cub Scout uniforms, required patches (Blackhawk Area Council and Pack 150 numbers), red vests, and handbooks can be purchased in the scout section of The Children's Closet on Williams Street in Crystal Lake.

WOLF SCOUT FAMILY RESPONSIBILITIES - please read carefully

There are 12 achievements for the Wolf Scouts to work on and complete in order to achieve rank.  Some of these achievements will be completed at the den meetings, while others will be assigned to be completed at home by the scout and his family.  It is at the discretion of the den leader(s) to determine which activities will be worked on at den meetings and which will need to be completed at home.  All activities that are completed at home are to be signed-off by Akela (the parent) and countersigned and recorded by the den leader.  Regular den meeting attendance and family support in promptly completing all home-assigned activities will assist the scout in achieving rank by February.  Irregular den meeting attendance and lack of home assignment completion will hinder the scout's rank progress.

SCOUT RESPONSIBILITIES

All Cub Scouts are required to attend den meetings in uniform, bringing with them their scout handbook, a notebook, and any other supplies requested by the den leader.
